a.   Motion of Calendaring of New Items


Commissioner Perry asked when will the Commission receive another report on the Traffic Stop Survey.


Chief Fong informed the Commission that Dr. Lutes is collecting the statistics and they should be ready shortly.

CHIEF’S ANNOUNCEMENTS AND REVIEW OF RECENT DEPARTMENT EVENTS





Chief Fong addressed the Commission and identified an item on the Commission agenda that involved domestic violence which resulted in a death several years ago.  She introduced, in light of that incident, Captain O’Malley to address what the department is doing to assure that this type of situation does not happen again in the future.


Captain O’Malley, Juvenile Division/Family Services, introduced Inspector McFadden.  Inspector McFadden stated that most of the problems stem from training and communication between the police department and the probation department, district attorney’s office, parole, and other units.   He stated that training at the academy has been increased from six hours to 16 hours and one inspector will follow his case through the process until it is filed with the district attorney’s office.  Also, every report has a follow up procedure with the victim and the district attorney, and each case has a sign-off sheet to insure proper communication.


Deputy Chief Robinson, Administration, updated the Commission on the activities performed  by the Admin Bureau.  Chief Robinson introduced Lt. Lazar, Academy, who outlined the duties of the academy staff.


Captain Parra, Staff Services, spoke on the issue of Academy Class 206, which graduated from the Academy on January 16th .  Captain Parra also stated that Class 207 is scheduled to begin February 23rd.


Chief Fong addressed the Commission and stated that members of the Command Staff have met with the Mayor’s Homeless cabinet, with community groups, and with the district attorney’s office in order to improve and update information and communication.


Chief Fong also stated that, in the past week, Operation Cease Fire has produced five warrant arrests, 32 narcotic arrests, five other felony arrests, 19 gang members arrested, three driving violations, and 11 guns recovered.
